BIG IDEA: Jesus welcomes, restores, and provides, so trust Him. 

 

WHEN YOU FEEL LIKE AN OUTSIDER (Mark 7:24–30) 

Humble faith gains access where status cannot. 

What feels like rejection may actually be divine order. 

 

WHEN YOU CAN’T FIX YOURSELF (Mark 7:31–37) 

Jesus meets us in our brokenness personally, not from a distance. 

Jesus’ authority brings complete restoration, not partial improvement. 

 

WHEN WHAT YOU HAVE ISN’T ENOUGH (Mark 8:1–10) 

Jesus is moved by compassion, not inconvenience. 

Jesus multiplies what is surrendered, not what is withheld.
